However, high school students from other parishes can attend if they are
invited by a high school parishioner, Antioch Team Member, member of the Youth Group or St. Bartholomew Youth
Minister. While this is a Catholic retreat, non-Catholics and students from other faiths may attend if invited and space is
available.

Students must commit to the entire weekend. For students who are in spring sports or activities, please contact your
coaches and advisors to let them know that you will not be available for practices, meets, scrimmages or meetings during
this time.
